1. Prevent fi res!  Keep the area around your furnace free from old boxes, loose paper, clutter or debris. 
Be especially careful not to keep gasoline, cleaning products or other combustibles anywhere near 
the furnace.

2. On very cold days, open the vanity doors under the bathroom sinks (in Lakeview, Scenery Hills, and 
Shadow Pines) 

3. Make sure the heating vents in all bathrooms are left open. 
4. Be sure to keep your garage door closed at all times (Village residents--crack door when running dryer) 
5. Never turn your furnace off in cold weather or let the room temperature fall below 55 degrees. National 

Fuel Gas recommends keeping your thermostat at 68 degrees during the winter to keep your costs low.

4 1/2 cups fl our                                                       3 T honey             3/4 t salt

1 egg beaten                                                         1/2 cup wine

Knead and let rise again. Roll into walnut-size balls. Fry in cooking oil on medium heat, 

stirring, till golden brown. When cool...stack and cover with honey and sprinkles. Enjoy!

Winter Plowing:  Yes, it’s coming!
When snowfl akes are fl ying, the Maleno plows will be driving through your neighborhood.  Please move 
your car for snow removal—keep cars inside garages, when possible. On Weekdays, snow plowing will 
begin at 7:30 AM if snowfall is less than 2’’.  Plowing will begin at 5:30 AM if snowfall is heavier.    Areas 
around mailboxes and sidewalks will be shoveled and salted daily if above 2”.  If there is a snow storm 
of 8’’ or more, additional equipment may be called in to make certain the snow is removed in a timely 
manner.  
On weekends, the roads will only be done if there is 2’’ or more of snow.  Plowing will begin at the same 
time as weekdays.  Driveways and sidewalks will be done on weekends only if there is 5’’ of snow or more.  
Although we make every effort to keep the snow clear at all times, you may want to keep a shovel on 
hand for your convenience.
